SeaDataNet

Since 2006, SeaDataNet has been 

developed as an EU-funded pan-European 

infrastructure for marine data. It counts on 

+100 national oceanographic data centres 

and 900 data originators. It is currently 

managed by an international non-profit 

organization.

SeaDataNet services and standards are 

used by regional and European data 

infrastructures to format, harmonize and 

make accessible raw data. 
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SeaDataNet participates in projects like 

ENVRI-FAIR, EOSC-FUTURE and Blue-

Cloud supporting the implementation of the 

European Open Science Cloud (EOSC).

EMODnet

The EC launched the European Marine 

Observation and Data Network 

(EMODnet) in 2009 to provide free access 

to marine data, metadata and data products 

covering seven disciplines: bathymetry, 

geology, physics, chemistry, biology, 

seabed habitats and human activities. 

EMODnet also serves global ocean data 

initiatives like IODE and other IOC data 

systems. Several EMODnet themes rely 

on SeaDataNet to manage data and 

metadata according to FAIR data principles 

and  international standards. 
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
